Dear Peekskill High School Families:

Today, a high school staff member reported to security personnel that a component of a bullet was found inside
the school. Police have investigated the item, and confirmed that it is not a complete bullet.

Upon notification, school leadership immediately began to investigate the matter. District administration alerted
the Peekskill Police. Officers responded to the school immediately. District administrators worked with security
staff and the police to conduct a search of the school grounds. For added security, a K-9 unit was secured to
assist in the search. At no point was there evidence of a firearm at the school, nor has the school received any
threats.

The District continues to work in close collaboration with the Peekskill Police Department to investigate this
matter. At this time, this situation is determined to be an isolated incident and our students and staff are safe in
our schools.

PHS students are encouraged to leave bookbags at home unless otherwise necessary for the remainder of the
school year. Tomorrow, a bookbag search will be conducted upon arrival. As a reminder, on Wednesday, June
11, ONLY students who are taking the Geometry Regents should report to the high school. There will be NO
regular classes for PHS students that day. In keeping with our past practices, no book bags will be allowed in
school on the last day of high school classes (Thursday - June 12).

We will have increased administrator, security staff and law enforcement presence at PHS. If any students or
staff feel concerned, we encourage them to speak to a trusted staff member or a school counselor.

We appreciate your patience and understanding and know that incidents like this can be unsettling. Please
know that the safety and security of our school community remains a top priority at Peekskill Schools.

Estimadas Familias de Peekskill High School,

Hoy, un miembro del personal de la escuela secundaria informé al personal de seguridad que se encontré un
componente de una bala dentro de la escuela. La policia investigé el objeto y confirmé que no es una bala
completa.

La administracion escolar inicié de inmediato una investigacién sobre el asunto. La administracion del distrito
notificod a la Policia de Peekskill, quienes respondieron de inmediato. Los administradores del distrito
trabajaron con el personal de seguridad y la policia para realizar una revision de las instalaciones escolares.
Para mayor seguridad, una unidad canina acompanio a la policia durante la busqueda. En ningin momento
hubo evidencia de un arma de fuego en la escuela, ni se ha recibido amenaza alguna.

El Distrito continua colaborando estrechamente con el Departamento de Policia de Peekskill para investigar
este asunto. En este momento, se ha determinado que la situaciéon fue un incidente aislado y nuestros
estudiantes y personal estan seguros en nuestras escuelas.

Se recomienda a los estudiantes de PHS que dejen sus mochilas en casa, a menos que sea estrictamente
necesario, durante el resto del afo escolar. Mafnana se realizara una revision de mochilas al momento de la
llegada. Como recordatorio, el miércoles 11 de junio, SOLO deben presentarse a Peekskill High School los
estudiantes que tomaran el examen de Regents de Geometria. Ese dia NO habra clases regulares para los
estudiantes de PHS. Siguiendo nuestras practicas anteriores, no se permitiran mochilas en la escuela el ultimo
dia de clases de Peekskill High School (jueves 12 de junio).

Tendremos una mayor presencia de administradores, personal de seguridad y fuerzas del orden en PHS. Si
algun estudiante o miembro del personal se siente preocupado, lo alentamos a hablar con un miembro del
personal de confianza o con un consejero escolar.

Agradecemos su paciencia y comprension, y sabemos que incidentes como este pueden causar inquietud.
Tengan la seguridad de que la seguridad de nuestra comunidad escolar sigue siendo una prioridad en las
Escuelas de Peekskill.
